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Our beginning…

Aftermath of  Sri Lankan civil war forced many people into devastating position.  A 
number of  people were severely injured, lost their loved ones, internally displaced 
and pushed into camps with worst possible conditions without any hope in life.  A 
group of  final year students of  the University of  Peradeniya came forward and helped 
the affected people by providing essential items such as food, medicines and cloths. 
These compassionate undergraduates named their project as “Neashakkarangal” and 
extended their assistances to more and more affected people.  As the project needed 
more financial resources, they approached some of  the alumni of  the University of  
Peradeniya in Canada and the United States of  America for financial support.

Having identified the channel to help the needed people in Sri Lanka, the alumni 
considered the possibility of  raising funds in Canada for the purpose of  helping the 
affected people but had difficulty in getting consensus from everyone.  As such these 
alumni pooled money and supported the Neshakkarangal projects.  This assistance 
was provided in three phases in 2009.  In July 2009, the group of  concerned people 
also had an opportunity to meet and discuss with a member of  God Owned Children 
(GOC) from Sri Lanka about the affected children and their needs in more detail.  
This further deepened the desire to continue the assistance to affected people in Sri 
Lanka. 

In order to continue the relief  efforts, as more funds were needed, a barbeque was 
organized in August 2009 within the friends and family circle to raise money. The 
fund raised was given to IMHO to build portable washrooms in the camps. Given 
the success of  the barbeque and support from the community, this event is now 
held on an annual basis and the amount of  funds raised continues to increase every 
year. In addition “Dollar A Day” program was launched in 2010 where some of  the 
members contribute one dollar per day which also goes towards the relief  projects. 

As the humanitarian relief  assistance continued, number of  people came forward 
to help.  Given the increased support within the community, a decision was made 
to bring more formal structure to this initiative and first formal meeting was held 
in January 2010.  At this meeting, members elected the first committee and named 
their group as Anpuneri.  Today Anpuneri is a registered not for profit organization 
in Canada and provides humanitarian relief  to those affected in Sri Lanka. 

Since inception to date, Anpuneri has completed several projects such as wheel chair 
donations, micro credit assistance, sponsorship for children education and welfare, 
re-settlement program etc. and will continue its efforts.
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PROJECTS
Completed Projects
Nessakkarangal
Anpuneri provided financial support 
to the “Nessakkarangal” projects 
which was carried out by a group of  
University of  Peradeniya students. 
Under this project, essential items 
were distributed to the affected 
people in various camps.

Assistance to build sanitation facilities
Sanitation facilities were already inadequate in the camps. This condition was worsen 
due to the heavy rain and at one stage the ratio of  toilet was 1 for 80 people. IMHO 
launched “adapt a toilet” project for which Anpuneri also provided financial support 
to construct toilet.

Wheelchairs Donation 
Anpuneri contributed 12 wheel chairs towards the Wheel Chair Project organized 
jointly by International Medical Health Organization (IMHO) and Jaffna Jaipur 
Center for Disability Rehabilitation (JJCDR). JJCDR is an organization that is 
dedicated to providing mobility to the physically injured during the conflict in Sri 
Lanka. 
Anpuneri provided funds towards the production of  12 indoor wheel chairs for 
the disabled across the Northeast who suffered limb loss in 2009 as the Sri Lanka’s 

devastating civil war came to an 
end. 
According to the JJCDR, there is a 
great demand for mobility devices 
from the Internally Displaced 
People. JJCDR is unable to meet 
the full needs of  these patients due 
to inadequate financial assistance. 
Further, JJCDR also has the need 
to expand the workshops to 
cope with the increase in number 
calling for mobility aids.

Micro Credit Assistance 
The loss of  property and livelihoods remains a major obstacle in the way of  people 
in Vanni in restarting their lives with confidence and the tools to succeed. Small-
scale microcredit efforts have helped people worldwide to emerge from poverty and 
reclaim their lives, their health, and their future. The opportunity has now arisen for 
such efforts to be undertaken in the war-affected regions of  Sri Lanka, to assist those 
in need in returning to a situation of  economic stability. 
Anpuneri, joined with IMHO, supported 28 widows and 53 students under this 
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program. Each beneficiary received 
monetary assistance to restart their normal 
life.  Yoakasakthy Women Federation, 
a local association in Mankulam area, 
facilitated as the intermediary to 
indentify the families with most needs 
to this program. This association is also 
overseeing the investments to ensure 
that the supported personals are truly 
benefiting from this program. 

Sponsorship of needed Children  
There has always been a special place for children’s welfare in everyone’s heart. This 
well needed attention and care to improve the lives of  the war affected children is 
always at the top of  the agenda of  Anpuneri. As a consequence of  the 26 years 
old civil war which ended in May 2009, there are thousands of  children orphaned, 
injured and left in the refugee camps unattended. 
Anpuneri, in partnership with God’s Own Children Foundation (GOCF), had been 
sponsoring 20 children at the GOCF’s shelters in Puloly and Atchuveli in Jaffna 
district. All these children are severely affected by the war and needed help to re-
build their lives and hope for their future. Anpuneri will continue to support these 
children in the future.
Gods Own Children Foundation (GOCF) is a secular, nongovernmental, 

nonprofit organization which 
was established to assist 
Disadvantaged Children and 
their families in the Jaffna 
Peninsula.

Kunchuparathan-Chalampan 
Resettlement Assistance-Phase I
Kunchuparathan-Chalampan, 
a small coastal village in 
Kilinochchi district currently has 
52 families living without basic 
needs. People of  this village have 

experienced too many displacements and hardship during the recent ethnic conflict 
in Sri Lanka. Given the village’s proximity to the coastal line, it has also been impacted 
by many natural disasters as well. Residences of  this village have been released from 
the detention camps in Vavuniya and now are living in tents that would barely pass 
the minimum shelter requirements. Anpuneri has identified few specific needs of  
these unfortunate families and decided to give a hand in an attempt to bring back 
their livelihood. Based on the information received from members of  this village, 
Anpuneri has provided the following to cover the urgent needs of  the villagers:

•	 Anpuneri members collected reusable clothing items in Canada and shipped 
to Kunchuparathan-Chalampan. Our first shipment took place on October 23, 
2010.
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•	 Donated 20 bicycles for the students 
(mostly) to be used as main source of  
transportation to and from school in 
Kilinochchi Town.

•	 Provided students with school supplies 
on time for commencement of  the school 
year in January 2011.

•	 Anpuneri collaborated with Valarmathy 
Niraivalvgam, a local NGO in Kokuvil, 
in assisting the displaced people in the 
affected area. Anpuneri is committed 
to provide the continuous support to 
rebuilding these villages. 

Eastern Province Flood Relief Efforts
Anpuneri donated one thousand dollars ($1000 
CAD) to International Medical Health Organization 
(IMHO) to assist the flood victims on Feb 4, 2011. 
IMHO matched Anpuneri’s contribution dollar for 
dollar. These funds helped purchase milk products 
for children, dry rations, and hygienic products. 
IMHO delivered the relief  through local NGO’s 
like KAMHA, RDHS Batticaloa, and Ramakrishna 
Mission, all of  which are at the forefront of  the relief  
effort.

Kunchuparathan-Chalampan Resettlement Assistance-Phase II
As part of  the phase II, Anpuneri sent 
shipments of  cloths to people who were in 
real need.  In addition, we also sent money 
to renovate a damaged building which 
is now being used to hold Montessori 
program for kids and also as a community 
centre for the village. As in Phase I, we 
will also be providing necessary school 
supplies to the school children when they 
go the new grades in 2012.  
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Planned Projects
Korakkankaddu –Kandawala, Paranthan 

We initiated a plan to donate sports 
equipments for young children to facilitate 
physical activities. 

Solanagar, Puthumurippu
We have made initial plans to build Montessori 
school which can also be used for other 
community activities. Under the Solanagar 
project, we have identified 66 families for help. 
out of  these, we have selected 15 families, 
whom we are developing and implementing 
programs to support poultry farming which 
will provide self  earnings to these families.  
While these projects motivate and provide self  
confidence to people, we also believe these 
will help to develop healthier, educated and 
intelligence generation for the future. 

Sivangar, Neevil - Uruthirapuram
We have identified 15 families to provide similar programs as Solanagar. In addition, 
plans are being made to support after school tutoring for grade 12 students. 

Self employment programs 
In Selvanagar, Solanagar, Neevil, Junionkulam, Muttkompan-Poonakari, 
Pannankkandy and Uthayanagar, we have indentified number of  people to whom 
we are making plans provide self  employment programs.  Five generous people have 
already come forward to sponsor these programs.
