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Our beginning...

Aftermath of Sri Lankan civil war forced many people into devastating position.
A number of people were severely injured, lost their loved ones, internally
displaced and pushed into camps with worst possible conditions without any
hope in life. A group of final year students of the University of Peradeniya
came forward and helped the affected people by providing essential items such
as food, medicines and cloths. These compassionate undergraduates named
their project as “Neashakkarangal” and extended their assistances to more and
more affected people. As the project needed more financial resources, they
approached some of the alumni of the University of Peradeniya in Canada and
the United States of America for financial support.

Having identified the channel to help the needed people in Sri Lanka, the alumni
considered the possibility of raising funds in Canada for the purpose of helping
the affected people but had difficulty in getting consensus from everyone. As
such these alumni pooled money and supported the Neashakkarangal projects.
This assistance was provided in three phases in 2009. In July 2009, the group
of concerned people also had an opportunity to meet and discuss with a member
of God Owned Children (GOC) from Sri Lanka about the affected children and
their needs in more detail. This further deepened the desire to continue the
assistance to affected people in Sri Lanka.

In order to continue the relief efforts, more funds were needed, a barbeque was
organized in August 2009 within the friends and family circle to raise money.
The fund raised was given to IMHO to build portable washrooms in the camps.
Given the success of the barbeque and support from the community, this event
is now held on an annual basis and the amount of funds raised continues to
increase every year. In addition “Dollar A Day” program was launched in 2010
where some of the members contribute one dollar per day which also goes
towards the relief projects.

As the humanitarian relief assistance continued, number of people came forward
to help. Given the increased support within the community, a decision was
made to bring more formal structure to this initiative and first formal meeting
was held in January 2010. At this meeting, members elected the first committee
and named their group as Anpuneri. Today Anpuneri is a registered not for
profit organization in Canada and provides humanitarian relief to those affected
in Sri Lanka. The first annual dinner was held in December 2011 and the fund
raised from the tickets sales were entirely used for humanitarian relief efforts
without using it for any administration work. Anpuneri continue to grow and
gains support of the community day by day.

Since inception to date, Anpuneri has completed several projects such as wheel
char donations, micro credit assistance, sponsorship for children education and
welfare, re-settlement program and will continue its efforts.

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Projects

Since inception, Anpuneri has successfully completed number of humanitarian
projects and many are in the pipeline. The projects completed in 2011 were detailed
in our souvenir booklet published as part of our 2011 annual dinner. Information
about the projects completed in 2012 and planned and on-going projects are
discussed below:

Completed projects in 2012

Kunchuparanthan Resettlement Phase 11

As part of the Phase II, we constructed
building (18x30 sq feet) which is now being
used for pre-school and in the afternoon as a
vocational training centre. At the completion
. of the construction a formal opening
ceremony was held and at that event, we also

provided school supplies for the children and

distributed reusable cloths. The building was
constructed with the help of the volunteers
from the village which helped to bring the
community together and created a sense of
belonging. We also provided self earning
support to 17 families which will be subject
to review and enhancement in January 2013.
The construction of the building was directly
managed by our representative who was on the
ground. Total cost of the project is $3,700.

Distribution of cloths (second shipment) and self earning in

Killinochi district

Anpuneri distributed reusable cloths for

100 people. Out of this 100 people, we

selected 10 families and provided micro

credit facilities. Total cost of the project
was $1,500.

Korakkan Kaddu Children playground
In an effort to support the physical activities
for children, Anpuneri helped to reconstruct
the Kurankan Kaddu preschool playground
and provided equipments in the Kandawalai _ R
Area. This is currently the only preschool et
available to the children with a playground. :
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Anpuneri estimates that over 250 kids from the surrounding area will benefit
from the play area. Anpuneri also delivered school bags and supplies to over 65
students in this area. The reconstruction of the play area and school supplies cost
approximately $2,000.

Solarnagar preschool building materials and school supplies
In our continuous effort to support the early i

child education, we assisted in building a pre-
school by providing building material such as
cement, sand and iron. In addition, we repaired
the play ground, distributed reusable cloths and
provided micro credit facilities for 17 families.

Total cost of the project was $3,500.

Nevil Uruthirapureesvaram Resettlement Phase 1

We supported the construction of the preschool and a common building (10 X10 Sq
- feet) in Neevil Uthirapuresswaram, Killinochi

Maravankulam Water Facilities Construction

Maravankulam, a settlement, located in North Vavuniya
District. This is a settlement created during the war years and
has now become a permanent settlement. We supported a
construction of well to provide water children at the daycare
centre. The facility is run by Dr. Darshan Ambalavanar,
Manager  Projects, Church
of American Ceylon Mission
~ (CACM). The total cost of
the project was $1,700. The cost of the project was
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Kunc/mpamntban Small Chicken Farms

The self-earning program helped build small
poultry farms by donating 25 to 50 chickens to
eighteen families. Anpuneri covered the cost of

This allowed the farmers to
raise enough money to repair an existing
coop or build a new one. The cost of $2,200
for this program was directly sponsored by
Anpuneri donor Mr. S. Sarvendran from
Norway.

Vanni Area Flood Relief Effort

As a consequence of heavy rain in vanni area in December 2011, thousands of
people had to seek out shelters. Anpuneri helped to provide clean water, day rations
and cooked meal to the affected people. The total cost of the project was $1,000.

Income
levels of most people are very low and the area
does not have proper building for pre- school
or play area for children. We have made

8 arrangements to build two pre-school and
construction of two water wells. We will also
provide furniture, sports equipments and school
. supplies. In addition, we have planned to assist 60
families for self earning projects.

for this project was fully committed by a generous donor. The work is expected to
start in January/February timeframe.
