ADDRESSING ALCOHOL ADDICTION

At the end of the war the Northern population had to face many challenges. Of these, one of
most serious concern was the increased use of alcohol. There was an alarming rise in alcohol
sales in the entire Northern province affecting all the districts there.

There are many reasons for this. It
will be useful to look at some

of the possible causes for
this. The most important

of them is the free
availability of alcohol

in  the districts.
Naturally, following
national policy many

bars (alcohol outlets)

have opened up in

the province. Hence

a marked increase in
the use of alcohol. There is
enough evidence to show how easy access to alcohol increases the use from around the world.

Another important reason is poor social cohesion we see at the end of the war. The war stressed
the community to such an extent that now people have stopped supporting and influencing
each other. They have very little concern for others. This is a natural outcome, as at the end of
the war people have to focus on rebuilding their lives from the severe destruction they suffered
due to it. Persons who find it difficult to cope are marginalized and are not supported enough.
In normal circumstances there is a natural cohesion in society where peoplehave concern for
each other and look after one another. This cannot be expected after a major war where virtually
all were affected.

In any society there are community leaders who influence the local culture and values. These
leaders through informal mechanisms and networks steer the direction in which a community
progresses. Unfortunately, the prolonged war got rid of community leaders. The warring
parties saw these leaders as threat and consequently either they were liquidated or forced to
move out of the public sphere. This has created a vacuum in the society with poor informal
control mechanisms, which usually keep the society in line.

The war that lasted over thirty years and the last stages where there was much loss of life and
suffering traumatized the population to great extent. Again this is a phenomenon that is seen
after any major disaster. It is known that the impact produced by man made disasters is more
severe than the trauma produced by natural disasters. Unfortunately, for various reasons the
population here did not access to services that could have helped them to come out of the severe
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trauma that they suffered from. Of the many effects of this unresolved trauma an important
one is the abuse of substances like alcohol and other drugs.

The Government of Sri Lanka has good policy toaddress the alcohol problem in the country.
There is political will at the highest level to address this issue. The national policy on alcohol
includes an alcohol detoxification centre in each district among the many activities it proposes
to address this issue. Responding to these policy developments some districts have developing
services for people with alcohol related problems. It well known this need is there in the
Killinochchi district too. After consultations between the health administrators and the district
administration it was decided that a centre to coordinate the national policy was needed in the
district in addition to providing de-addiction serves here. The responsibility of setting up such
a mechanism/ unit was handed over the mental health team.

There was much support for this program as it was seen as an important need in the district.
There was support from IMHO, CMDDA (CTMA), and Anpuneri for configuring services. A
purpose built unit was needed as most of the Health ministry buildings were destroyed in the
war. We designed a simple structure with accommodation for up to 16 clients at a time.

Staff were trained in the alcohol detox unit in Jaffna district and a unit was et-up to provide and
coordinate services to meet this important need in the district. The health sector will provide
the staff and provide the medical support that will be necessary for the functioning of the unit.
Services like this are very difficult to set up with out the support of the civil society.

Sustainability of the programis well ensured as we have the support of thelocal health authorities
and the project is n keeping with the national policy. The links between the local community
and the services too is an area we are focusing on to improve goodwill and collaboration in
the future. We have already started communicating with the neighboring districts to improve
referral mechanisms and also to get them to give more attention to this need of the community.

The support from people with right vision and keen interest in the needs of the local population
is extremely relevant to Sri Lanka at this moment. This post war period should be the time we
focus on the immediate needs of the people of the area to help them towards recovery. If we
miss this opportunity the long-term outcome may be affected. Support from organizations like
Anpuneri is crucial in this process of recovery in Vanni.

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Baladurai Memorial Water Facility

Thayarikkulam, a small settlement, located in the interior forest about five kilometers away from
GanthiNagar,Cheddikulam Division. There are about ten affected families currently live in this area
with minimal support. The people in this village traveled few kilometres in order to get drinking
water. Also more families are expected to settle in this area in the near future. Considering this
situation, we built a drinking water facility with the financial support of Baladurai family in memory
of late BaladuraiTheivathiran. The project cost was $800. As result of this project people in this area
has easy access to drinking water.

Preschool Teachers Sponsorship

Currently five pre-schools have been built or are under construction by Anpuneri in Vanni region.
The preschool concept is new to these villagers. As the income level of these villagers is very low,
they are unable to afford the maintenance of these preschools. There is a financial need to supportfor
school teachers’ salaries and other expenses relating to maintaining these preschools. Of these needs,
the urgent one is to support forfive teachers’ salary. The total annual cost of the project is $2,000.

Needunkeni- Kantharodai Preschool Construction

Kantharodai, Nedunkeni is one of the villages affected due to the war. The families in this region
currently live below the poverty line. Also only few families return to this village after displaced from
the war. Early education was identified as highest priority. However, children from this village had
no access to any preschool.Given this situation, we constructed pre-school in this area.Furthermore,
the school children need some support for their studies afterschool hours. Providing these types of
facilities will encourage other families to return to their home villages soon. We have also helped the
people in this area to start farming. Expected cost for the completion of the reminder of the project
is about $2,000.

Chettikulam Development and Resettlement

The Chettikulam resettlement area includes villages such as Gandhinagar, Sinnathampannai,
Veerapuram, Pavakulam. There are 120 families live in this area. Income levels of most people are very
low and the area did not have proper building for pre- school or play area for children. In 2013 we
completed renovation of pre-school buildings in Gandhinagar, Sinnathampannai, and Veerapuram.
We have made arrangement to renovate the pre-school facility in Pavakulam. In addition, we have
also provided furniture and sport equipment to the pre-schools in these villages.

Gandhinagar —Chettikulam Preschool

There are 120 families live in this area. Income levels of most people are very low and the area did not
have proper building for pre-school or play area for children. Seva Lanka Organization constructed
a preschool in 2000. The condition of this preschool significantly deteriorated after the war. In 2013
we completed renovation of preschool buildings. There is a need to buy storage cabinet, computer,

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furniture, water facility, other equipment and to get electrical connection for the school. The expected
cost for these purchases is about $2,200. In addition, we need $2,900 annually to cover the operating
costs such as teachers salary, nutritious food, uniform, physical activity, electricity and maintenance.

Sinnaththampanai Preschool Renovation

In this village, 63 families are living. This village also has a deteriorated building that needs
reconstruction. There is also a need for a playground and support for school supplies. Currently
$800 is needed to buy storage cabinet, computer and other equipment. In addition, we need $2,900
annually to cover the operating costs such as salary for 3 teachers, nutritious food, uniform, physical
activity, electricity and maintenance.

Veerapuram Preschool Renovation

In this village, 463 families are living. Although a small primary school has been constructed in this
village, about 30 to 35 students do not have support for physical activities and school supplies. We
expect to support the purchase of school supplies and equipment for physical activities. The cost of
this project is $2,000.

Pavatkulam

Prior to 1985 there was a plan to build 90 to 100 brick houses to provide accommodations for about
550 families. However, this plan didn’t materialize. This is a very remote area and there had not been
any development or rehabilitation efforts in this area. About 60 families cleaned up the area and put
huts for their accommodation. These families are living in this area without much help. There is a
damaged tube well that was constructed earlier. To repair this damaged tube to the point of supplying
drinking water may require about $1000 to $1,500. We are also planning to provide additional
financial support for the purchase of farming equipment for these families. The expected cost if this
project is $4,900.

Pregnant Mother Nutrition Program

A number of adults and children do not have proper nutritious food throughout Sri Lanka. Anpuneri
support IMHO Canada to provide nutritious food to pregnant women and children. Through
this program, milk powder and nutritional foodare provided to pregnant women who are in need.
Specifically, women with BMI (body mass index) below 18.5 and living below the poverty line are the
supported through this program. Local health authorities’ help to identify the women, who need the
supportin Eastern Province, oversee the distribution and overall management of the project. These
efforts have helped to reduce the rate of underweight and undernourished children, as well as the
decreased maternal & child mortality rates. The cost to support one mother for one month is just Rs.
1,600. We plan to support IMHO Canada plans to help 75 mothers over the course of a 10-month
sponsorship period.

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Support for Mental Health

A number of people in North and East of Sri Lanka are mentally affected specially due to ethnic conflict
which was aggravated after the war. Providing support for the rehabilitation of these affected people
is a priority. We supported VAROD for the establishment of two centres (AmalaMariyalVidivelly
Boys” Centre and Claret Arunothayam Girls Centre) forthe mentally affected people. Total financial
support provide by us is $30,000.

OBTEC

OBTEC is a project managed by OMI catholic priest and supports the children affected by the war in
Kanagapuram and Kanagarajankulam. The organization provides support for education, computer
and vocational training. At the request of OMI catholic priest, Anpuneri is planning to provide
$1,000 for the purpose of buying exercise books, instrument box, shoes, school bag and cloths.

Support for Preschools

Thiruvalluvar preschool is located in Killinochi and there are 30 students benefit from this school.
These students need financial support for education, school supplies and uniform. Anpuneri has
committed to financially support all of these students. In addition we have committed to support 100
students in Needunkeni preschool for the purchase of tables, chairs and school supplies. The total
cost of this support is $3,500.

Assistance to Renovate Houses

There are about 33 families need financial help for renovating their houses. These include putting
roof for the houses. The total cost to meet the requirement is $250 per family.

Sinnathampanai- Chaddikkulam — Thamelamutham Preschool

In the past we have renovated a building for the purpose of running a preschool in this area. This
building is used in the morning for preschool and in the evening for other extra-curricular activities.
We are now planning on providing electricity and school supplies. The total cost of this project

is$1,000.

Kovilpuliyankulam

Kovilpuliyankulam is located near Anurathapura area. There were 300 families lived in this area
before the displacement people due to the war. Now only 26 families live in this area. Only one
teacher is available to teach the students in this area. Additional cost is needed to increase the number
of teachers. We are also planning to support the establishment/repair of early education centre.

Wellness Centre for Mental Heath —Killinochchi District

Alcohol related problem have been identified as an important problem in the Northern province
by the provincial health Ministry for the North. The national policy on Alcohol stipulates that each

Kanchipuram, Vinayakapuram preschool

We have been approached to help build a preschool in this area, which we plan to do. The expected
cost of this project is $8,800.
