As part of our help we are financially helping ten students through
VanniChangam. We built, renovated and helping to run the preschools and evening classes in
Vanni region. On top of that in Eastern province we have started a center for free evening classes
for Year 8 to Year 11 students in order to reduce the dropout rates of the students in this area.
We helped an orphanage in Batticaloa to buy founitures for twenty-five girls through C-REP. Also
Anpuneri helped an orphanage in Puducherry, India to repair and refurnish when affected by
flood in 2015

Aftermath of the thirty-year war in Sri Lanka is still unimaginable. Spinal cord injured people can
never forget what the war did to them. We conducted training to ten spinal cord injured people
to repair cell phones, donated tools and helped them to start their own cell phone repair shops.

In orderto build leadership and entrepreneurship skills amongst the young generation in North
and East Sri Lanka, we selected 16 young leaders from undergraduates, government officers
and businessmen and provided training with the help of Center for Leadership and Innovation.

Anpuneri raises fund through different fundraising events. This year we raised a considerable
amount of money through “Nathasangamam". With the help of this money we are planning to
build a Kitchen for center for mentally challenged women managed by VAROD Sri Lanka.

In future we are planning to build a dairy farm in Thunukai to provide employment for women
from women headed families. Also we are planning to adopt a village in Eastern Sri Lanka and
improve the social, educational and health standards of the financially disadvantaged families
in that village.

Our donors help us to achieve our goals. The increasing supports we receive from our donors
make us dream more.

Anpuneri Canada in collaboration with Centre for Leadership
and Innovation, Toronto and Smile Foundation, a NGO
based in Northern Sri Lanka conducted Entrepreneurial
and Leadership Skills development training in Vavuniya
during the month of August 2016. Sixteen aspiring youth
participated in these workshops that nurtured their inner
strengths in effective communication, public speaking and
presentation skills and took them through an activity based
learning on business start-up methods and business plan
development.

Poor-income generating opportunities and high

food prices in Eastern Province, Sri Lanka have

resulted in significant malnutrition among both

children and adults. One of the greatest tragedies

of malnutrition is that it prevents children from |

reaching their full potential for growth and |

development. Malnutrition significantly impacts

a child’s learning ability, and those who survive a

malnourished childhood are less physically and ( ; s
intellectually productive and suffer from chronic uneri
illness and disability. —
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Child malnutrition has remained considerably
high in the Northern and Eastern Provinces in
recentyears, reaching its peak of 46%in 2010
compared to the national average of 29%,
according to Demographicand Health Surveys
(DHS) implemented by ICF International and
USAID. Comparative infant mortality rates
reported in 2012 are as follows:

Country Infant Mortality Rate in 2012
Canada 5 per 1000 live births

Sri Lanka (national average) 9 per 1000 live births
Northern Province 14.7 per 1000 live births
Eastern Province 19.2 per 1000 live births

While there are many factors that contribute to maternal and
infant mortality, nutrition is one factor where we can make
a difference. To assist pregnant women and reduce the infant
mortality rate, IMHO Canada and Anpuneri Canada have
been supporting the provision of nutritional supplements for
underweight, pregnant women. Specifically, we assist women
with BMI (body mass index) below 18.5 who are living below
the poverty line.

In the Eastern Province, we have been supporting the Maternal
Nutrition Program for over 5 years. These efforts have helped
reduce maternal and child mortality, premature births, and also
underweight and undernourished babies.

This past year, we continued the Maternal Nutrition Program
in 15 different villages, Vakarai Region, Eastern Province. We
delivered two packets of nutritional grain mix, each packet
weighing 750g, to 170 pregnant women or new mothers every
month. The nutritional packets are made from black gram, green
gram, ground nuts, gingelli, red rice and sugar. The packets are
supplied to the mothers by the public health midwife, psychiatric
social worker and psychiatric social assistance supervisor.
The success of the program is monitored and reported by the
Medical Health Officer in the region, who is responsible for
Mother & Baby Health. The Medical Health Officer meets with
the mothers, during pregnancy and after child birth, to monitor
weight gain and BMI for the mothers, and also monitor the
health of newborn babies.

This program’s success to date encourages us to continue to
support the health of mothers and babies in underserved
communities. IMHO Canada wishes to express our sincere
gratitude to Dr. Judy Jeyakumar in Batticaloa for leading this
program, and to Anpuneri friends and donors for making a
much-needed difference in the communities of Eastern Sri
Lanka.

SMALL BUSINESS

LIVELIHOOD DEVELOPMENT PROJECT, BATTICALOA DISTRICT

Many young women in the villages and towns of the

Eastern Province are struggling to find a future for
themselves and their families. Due to poverty, many
young girls drop out of school. Teen pregnancies and
early marriages are common within this demographic.
Young men have become prone to alcohol abuse, drug

addiction and even suicide.

With the leadership of Dr. Judy Ramesh Jeyakumar
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and the Batticaloa Mental Health Development
Organization, we are trying to break the cycle of
poverty via vocational training and livelihood projects.
One such project encourages unemployed women
to follow tailoring classes at the Arogya Vocational
Centre in Mavaddivembu. The women who complete
the tailoring course are then provided with sewing
machines funded by IMHO Canada and Anpuneri

Canada.

Some of the women take their sewing machines
home, and receive orders from local areas for saree
blouses, churidhars and men’s shirts. Demand is high
during festival seasons like Deepavali, Pongal, temple
festivals, etc, and also at the start of the new school
year. Some women work in small tailoring shops that
are managed by World Vision. All recipients of the
sewing machines are encouraged to pay back a small

percentage of their earnings. This payback program

helps ensure that the women stay focused on their
work, so that the machines are used to earn an income,

and not lent or sold to others.

Over the last two years, IMHO Canada and Anpuneri
Canada have provided 50 sewing machines in support

of this livelihood development project.
